 Daniel was born 14 Sep 1833 and baptised on 27 Oct of the

 same year in Wesleyan, New Buckenham, Norfolk, son of

 Thomas BARNARD and his wife Mary Ann [ELVIN] who

 were married in Wymondham on 20 Sep 1823.

 According to the 1881 census

 Margaret was blind from birth.

 I cannot locate her in 1891.

 Emma's parents were William MADDIS

 and his wife Mary Ann [GRIMBLE] who

 were married in Mutford r-d in 1838.

 Birth registered as  Edward Clement BARNARD

 (GRO 1859 Dec qtr Depwade r-d).

 Marriage registered as Clement Edward BARNARD

 (GRO 1881 Jun qtr Mutford r-d).

 Emma's parents were

 Robert KNIGHTS, born

 in Kessingland, Suffolk,

 and Frances [DOWING],

 born in Fritton, Suffolk,

 who were married in

 Great Yarmouth in 1854.  I have followed the surname

 spellings (AGUS or AGUSS)

 in the birth registrations

 recorded in the GRO.

 Frederick's parents were Edward PRESS, miller,

 merchant and farmer, born Sisland, Norfolk, and

 Elizabeth Mary [BEEVER], born Great Yarmouth,

 who were married in Lambeth 20 Sep 1856.

 This person appears in the 1901 census as Allen HUDSON,

 age 8, born Shipdham, son of George HUDSON, with siblings

 Daisy May (7), Oliver (5), Gladys (3) and Edgar HUDSON (1).

 I am identifying him with Allen Daniel BARNARD whose

 birth was registered in 1st quarter 1893 in Mitford r-d which

 includes the village of Shipdham. George and Alice were

 married in the 4th quarter of 1893.

 George's parents are thought to be

 George and Martha HUDSON both

 born in Norwich.

 Alice's birth (1870 GRO)

 was registered in the name

 Alice Adeline BARNARD

 but her baptism (1870 IGI)

 and marriage (1893 GRO)

 were recorded in the name

 Alice Adelaide BARNARD.

 The marriage of Eliza's parents

 is recorded in the GRO in the

 2nd quarter of 1863 between

 George WILKINSON and

 Mary Anne GROOM. Both

 were born in Shipdham.
