In Bedingham, on 4 Apr 1824, George YALLOP was baptised son of
Isaac YALLOP, husbandman, and his wife Mary. (Bedingham registers fiche 6).

In Bedingham, on 15 Nov 1803, Isaac YALLOP married Mary FOLKARD
(Bedingham registers fiche 8).

[saac YALLOP was a schoolmaster born in about 1783, in Ditchingham, Norfolk
(from 1841, 1851 censuses).

The spelling varies in the records between YALLOP and YELLOP for this
family but I have stuck to the more usual YALLOP on the chart.

GRO records for George's marriage (1877), and Thomas George's birth (1882)
have the YELLOP spelling.

Phillis was baptised 20 Apr 1860 at Shotesham All Saints, daughter of
John FORDER, a shoemaker from Rockland, Norfolk, and his wife
Mary [GOTTS] of Thorpe Market, Norfolk, who were married in
Stoke Holy Cross church on 8 Apr 1856. Phillis's birth registration
(GRO 2nd qtr 1860, Henstead r-d) is Phillis FORDEN (surname error).
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In 1881, Alice is in Yallop's Cottage, Brooke, with younger brothers Frederick, Edward, and Alfred.
Their mother had died in 1878. I cannot locate their father George.

In 1901, Alice is probably the laundress, age 41, in Norwich City Lunatic Asylum, Hellesdon.

Her brother, George, is also there but on a different page of the schedule and possibly a different wing.

Anne's parents are thought to be Thomas COOK, a bricklayer, born in Aldham, Essex,
and his wife Sarah Anne [DEATH], born in Fordham, Essex, whose marriage was
registered in Lexden registration district in the 4th quarter of 1858.

Robert Thomas YALLOP was probably born posthumously (his birth was registered
in the 3rd quarter of 1893, his father's death in the 1st quarter).

The 1901 census records Nelly YALLOP, age 2, born Colchester, daughter of
widowed Annie YALLOP.

That George YALLOP married Louisa CATCHPOLE in 1873, and had children
Frances Ellen YALLOP (1880) and George YALLOP (1886). Louisa died in 1888.
That George married secondly Florence BALDWIN in 1895, and had children
Florence YALLOP (1894), Rosa May YALLOP (1896-2),

Ethel Priscilla YALLOP (1898), and Stanley William YALLOP (1899).

These people are a different family although probably related through YALLOP.

This person's birth was registered
as Sessel Edward BECKETT (GRO).

In 1901 there is a Sidney C. YALLOP, age 12, born Norwich, who is
pupil at the Royal Institution for Deaf and Dumb, Edgbaston, Warwickshire.
