The marriages of James LEGOOD & Maria FAIRHEAD

 and Robert LEGOOD & Charlotte THURLOW were

 recorded on the same page of the marriage register

 (1st qtr 1869 Loddon r-d). This was possibly a double

 marriage - James and Robert were first cousins.

 See also BULLEN chart (b7).

 Marianne in baptism record

 (1849 Bedingham registers)

 and marriage record (1878 GRO).

 Mary Ann in most censuses.

 The last column of Maude's 1901 census

 entry reads "Feeble minded from birth".

 George's parents were George MANSFIELD,

 born in Wroxham,  and his wife Ann, born

 in St Faiths, Norfolk.

 George's birth record in the GRO is spelled

 George MANFIELD (1843 Dec qtr St Faiths)

 but his marriage record and all censuses have

 MANSFIELD, as do the birth registrations

 of his 3 children.

 Herbert's parents, both Norwich-born,

 were Daniel MUNDAY, sawyer,

 and Ellen Maria [BUTLER],

 whose marriage was registered

 in Norwich in the 3rd quarter of 1874.

 Birth registered as

 Jabez George MANSFIELD.

 Appears in censuses as

 Jarvis (1881), Javis (1891),

 and James G. (1901).

 Birth registered (GRO) as

 William LE  GOOD

 (3rd qtr 1874 Loddon r-d).

 Baptised William LEGOOD

 (Bedingham registers).

 Recorded in Bedingham registers, is the baptism on 17 May 1868

 of Susanna Maria FAIRHEAD, daughter of Maria FAIRHEAD,

 spinster (birth 23 Dec 1867). The birth was registered in 1st

 quarter 1868 in Loddon reg-district.

 In 1871, she was recorded as Susanah FAIRHEAD, age 3, with her

 mother, now Maria LEGOOD married to James, in the household

 of her grandfather Samuel FAIRHEAD.

 In 1881, she was recorded as Ann FAIRHEAD, age 13, servant in

 the household of farmer George UNWIN, in Woodton.

 In 1891, she was Susanna M. LE  GOOD, age 23, servant in the

 household of brewer Walter RILEY, in Nowich.

 In 1901, she was Annie M. LEGOOD, age 32, servant in the

 household of Matilda A. BEACH, in King's Norton, Worcestershire.

 I do not know who Susannah's father was but have included her here

 in the family of James and Maria anyway.

 Maria's parents were Samuel FAIRHEAD of Bedingham,

 and his wife Susan [WALLER] of Swainsthorpe, Norfolk,

 who were married at Bedingham on 17th July 1827.

 Samuel was bricklayer then agricultural labourer.

 James's parents are thought to be

 Robert BECKETT, agricultural

 labourer, born in Woodton, and

 Elizabeth [DAVY], born in

 Hedenham, Norfolk, who were

 married in Woodton in 1847.  Sarah is recorded as daughter

 of Frederick in the 1901 census,

 but with her true surname CARISS.

 Annie's parents were James CARISS,

 wood turner, born Easingwold, and his

 wife Sarah, born Holme on Swale, Yorkshire.

ADAMS or BALDWI�

I am identifying this person with Ellen May BALDWIN

whose birth was registered in 2nd qtr 1875 Loddon r-d.

In 1898, she married William LEGOOD in the name

Ellen May B. ADAMS (1898 Jun qtr Loddon r-d).

At first look it could be a second marriage, but I

cannot find an earlier marriage of Ellen to a Mr ADAMS.

The story may go back 3 generations.

On 2 Jan 1829, in Topcroft, George BALDWIN

married Rachel ADAMS (Topcroft registers fiche 10).

The family appears in 1851 at Bedingham, where parents

George and Rachel have 7 children including the oldest

George BALDWIN, journeyman bricklayer, age 22, born

Topcroft. My theory is that the oldest son was really

George ADAMS, born before Rachel was married. I cannot

find the boy's baptism in Topcroft registers as ADAMS

or BALDWIN.

In 1854, George married in his real name, George ADAMS,

Harriett YALLOP (1854 Dec qtr Loddon r-d).

In 1855, they registered the birth of their daughter

Elizabeth Baldwin ADAMS (1855 4th quarter Loddon r-d).

She was not baptised until 24 Jul 1859, where her

name was given as Elizabeth Marianne ADAMS, birth date

10 Dec 1855, daughter of George ADAMS (bricklayer) and

his wife Harriett (Bedingham registers fiche 6).

George seems to have had a change of mind about his

surname, because in the 1861 censuses, he and his wife

appear as George and Harriett BALDWIN, and their daughter

is now Elizabeth BALDWIN.

In 1875, Elizabeth gave birth to a natural child, whose

birth was registered under the name Ellen May BALDWIN

(1875 Jun qtr Loddon r-d). Three years later, a marriage

is recorded (1878 1st quarter Loddon r-d) between

Philip BECKETT and Elizabeth Mary A. B. ADAMS.

In the 1881 census, Philip and Elizabeth BECKETT,

together with 4 children, ages 4 years down to 1 month,

all named BECKETT, are at Woodton, while Elizabeth's

natural child appears as May BALDWIN, age 5, with

grandparents George & Harriett BALDWIN, elsewhere in

Woodton.

In 1891, she is still with her grandparents George & Harriet,

entered as Ellen M. BALDWIN, age 16.

Finally, in 1898, she married William LEGOOD in the name

Ellen May B. ADAMS (1898 Jun qtr Loddon r-d).

If anyone has come to a different conclusion please contact.

 Margaret's birth was registered

 in 2nd quarter 1886 Loddon r-d

 as Margaret Katie LE  GOOD.

 James's parents were John CATCHPOLE

 and Mary [GOOSE] who were married in

 Hempnall on 18th December 1835.

 James's older sister,

 Elizabeth CATCHPOLE

 was already married

 to Marianne's brother,

 Abraham LEGOOD,.

 See BULLEN chart (b8).

 Frederick's parents were William GAGE,

 victualler then greengrocer, and his wife

 Charlotte. Both parents were born in

 Beeston, Norfolk.

 From census information, Frederick was

 deaf from birth.

 Charles's parents were Charles GUNTON,

 agricultural labourer, born Hassingham,

 Norfolk, and his wife Mary Ann HILTON,

 born East Harling, Norfolk, who were

 married in 1852.
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
